Robert Leroy Ripley, an artist , author and radio broadcaster, was born on Christmas Day, 1893, in Santa Rosa. A talented but shy, self- taught artist, he sold his first painting to Life magazine when he was only 14. At the  age  of 20, he drew cartoons for the sport pages on the San Francisco Chronicle.
